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As far as restrictions, getting into the UK had no 
restrictions at all. Returning to the USA just now 
requires a ‘fit-to-fly’ Covid test and certificate to 
satisfy the American authorities that they do not 
have Covid-19. Masks are no longer required on 
flights, making the travel more comfortable.


Although we have not yet worked out the way we 
want to approach outreach efforts, we were able to 
use the group to make contact with our community 
both through distributing leaflets and talking to 
people in the town centre. We continue looking for 
those who want to know more about Jesus.


In the evenings we had a series of outreach meetings 
on the theme “Removing Our Mask”. Ian Starrs was 
our speaker and brought informative and encouraging 
messages looking at Bible characters who encountered 
Jesus but needed to ‘remove their mask’ and face life 
as it really is, acknowledging and turning from the sin 
in their lives rather than trying to hide behind a mask.


This was, to our knowledge, the first live public 
event held among congregations in Scotland since 
the lifting of restrictions. It was good to see so many 
from congregations reasonably near us to come out 
and support our effort. Having not seen each other 
for over two years it was wonderful to be together 
and be able to sing God’s praises! Many commented 

It seems years since we have seen our brothers and 
sisters from other congregations…largely because 
we haven’t been able to get together! With the 
lifting of all restrictions throughout the UK we are 
once again able to start meeting with other people 
and enjoying fellowship together.


At East Kilbride we have just concluded our first 
outreach event complete with a campaign group 
from the United States working with us. Our group 
from a congregation in Ohio had been planning to 
come to work with us since 2020. Lockdown due to 
the worldwide Covid pandemic prevented them 
coming that year and the restrictions prevented 
them from being able to come in 2021. The third 
time was a charm!


Returning to normal 
post-pandemic
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that it was just wonderful to be together again. 
Some travelled from a distance just to be able to be 
with Christians again. With everyone talking to each 
other it was difficult to get started or to lock the 
building in the evening. Having face-to-face 
fellowship has been missed and is so important.


There were also visitors to the outreach 
meetings. Good interest was shown in the 
message and we are praying that the seed 
that was planted will continue to grow.


We were also to have the first pot-luck 
fellowship meal since the restrictions have 
been lifted. This is something we have been 
longing to do, especially since the merger of 
the two congregations in East Kilbride last 
year. Ideally we would have begun with a 
meal together after our first worship time. 
The meal was a great success with more 
than enough food and a good time sharing 
together over such good food. We plan to 
once again make this a regular feature of 
our fellowship as a congregation of the 
Lord’s people.


We could debate whether or not the 
restrictions and lockdowns were good – but 
that is debating something that cannot be 
changed. The question is what are we now 
doing and planning to do in the future. Are 
we making plans to continue reaching out to 
those who are not Christians as well as to 
provide times of encouragement and 
fellowship with other Christians? Having 
missed fellowship with others for so long let’s 
be sure to take advantage of any time we have 
to get together as the Lord’s people and to 
encourage each other as we live for Jesus.


This year is the 50th Anniversary of a congregation 
being in East Kilbride. As a result we are planning 
to spend time together around God’s word to give 
thanks for God blessing us through these years and 
to look forward to the future with God. We are 
planning anniversary celebrations on 1st October 
with a day spent around God’s word as we “Look to 
the future with God”. If you can, join us for this 
momentous day in the history of God’s people in 
East Kilbride.


We would encourage all to get back to what we 
should be doing as God’s people. The ‘new normal’ 
may look a bit different than it was before the 
pandemic – as you can see from the photos our 
seating continues to have distance, but we are 
finding we like it that way, although they are getting 
closer together. Let’s get back to organising times of 
encouragement and outreach.

Looking forward to whatever 
might lie ahead, it has long been a 
concern of mine that we be able to help 
teach others who might then be able to 
teach others also.


Our Study Weekends are just one way in 
which we aim to do this. When we think 
of who might be the teachers or leaders 
of a next generation, think also of how 
we might best prepare them for service 
in the word of God. If we can be of

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MARRIAGE
According to ‘Coalition for Marriage’, 
a charity supporting traditional 
marriage, the rate for people getting 
married hit a new low in 2019, whilst 
cohabitation rates continued to rise.


People are delaying marriage until 
later in life: the average age in 2019 
was 34.3 years old for men and 32.3 
years old for women. In 1969 the 
average age when getting married was 
23.7 for men and 21.8 for women. 
These are the rates for male-female 
couples. Despite population growth 
the charity estimates that marriage 
rates are now only one quarter of 
what they were in the past.


The bad news for adults and children 
is that cohabitation, even 
cohabitation followed by marriage, 
ends in a much higher break-up rate. 
It leads to more children without a 
Mum and Dad.


Family breakdowns cost public funds 
£51 billion a year. This is a huge 

figure and does not include emotional 
harms such as the knock on effect on 
achievement and well-being.


What do the scriptures say? 
Marriage is to be one man and one 
woman. Living together without 
marriage (cohabiting) is sexual 
immorality. I am fully aware that 1 
Corinthians 6:9 and following deals 
with other sins as well. As people 
who claim to be the people of God, 
may we do our best to do what is 
pleasing to Jesus rather than what 
seems best for the individual.


Another major denomination has 
decided that it is right for single sex 
marriages to take place on their 
premises and to ask God to bless 
their union. The result of this is to 
divide their own fellowship and I 
believe mock the Scriptural, God 
ordained blessing of male and female 
in the marriage union.


I have yet to meet anyone who can 
prove from the Bible that 
the Almighty wishes to 
bless same sex marriages.


Once again I appeal to all 
congregations to be aware 
of this and to be ready for 
the day when our meeting 
places will be required to 
hold same sex weddings.

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UKRAINE UPDATE
We are having some success. Fourteen 
Ukrainians connected with congregations 
there have safely arrived in the UK to 
date and all is going well with them and 
their hosts. It has been an adventure for 
all getting to know each other, sharing a 
home together, learning the way we do 
things and getting sorted for all the 
benefits that the government and the 
councils are 
offering. 
Every day 
there is 
something 
new.


Language 
has not 
been too big 
a problem 
since one in 
each of the 
family 
groups has 
a little 
English and 
there is a lot 
of use on the ‘immediate voice 
translation’ mobile phone app. The 
weather has been good and so going out 
each day to discover something new or 

see to registration with banks, doctors, 
schools has been easy; I am sure that the 
hosts have been tired with all the new 
activity in their days.


Not all of our refugees are Christians 
from one of the Ukrainian congregations 
but they seem to have settled into the 
Christian households well.


19th May was a special day for Ukraine: 
Vyshyvanka Day. This is when they 
wear their special heirloom 
embroidered shirts and blouses, wear 
flowers in their hair and celebrate their 

nationality. So six of the 
refugees from Shepshed came to 
Ilkeston and cooked all day to 
produce some typical Ukrainian 
food to share with the 
community. It was advertised 
and we hoped to attract other 
refugees in the town and those 
Ukranians who live here. We 
had some from the community 
come along but no other 
Ukranians came. However, the 
food was enjoyed, there was a 
presentation of slides and a lady 
whose parents were Ukrainian 
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to stay in Ukraine in their own 
homes even though they are in 
the line of fire, while some have 
gone as refugees to Germany or 
Poland. I am sure that those on 
the list who have not yet been 
linked with anyone will have 
had a letter from the 
government asking you to re-
register and if you would be 
willing to take someone whose 
placement did not work out for 
them and they are now without 
a place to live.  If you would like 

to do this then go ahead; just let us know please 
and we will take your name from our list.


There will be no quick fix to this problem and if the 
fighting escalates again then we may get more 
applications to come. Please keep us up to date with 
your situation and decision about hosting refugees 
and hosting someone who is not yet a Christian.

In other towns support groups and drop-in centres 
have been found. They are eligible to apply to the 
local food banks if they want to buy and cook their 
own food; it is always comforting to have something 
like you would have at home and for the most part 
food that you have prepared yourself.


The number of applications has slowed down now 
but there are still six people in the process of filling 
in forms and getting visas to come to the UK. 
Several have changed their minds and have decided
